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Last month the Ending Chronic Homelessness Initiative unveiled 

the 2007 Progress Report for Sacramento’s 10-year Plan to End Chronic 
Homelessness. The report cataloged the progress made since the Sacramento 
City Council and the County Board of Supervisors unanimously adopted the 
plan in September 2006.

The plan’s mission is to prevent and eventually eliminate chronic homelessness 
by providing permanent housing and coordinated services to help individu-
als achieve maximum self-sufficiency. It covers five essential strategies to end 
chronic homelessness including Housing First; Outreach and Central Intake; 
Prevention; Leadership; and Evaluation and Reporting to the Community.

HOUSING FIRST:  During the first year of operation, the initiative housed  
171 chronically homeless individuals. 

OUTREACH AND CENTRAIL INTAKE:  A new Central Intake system opened in  
June 2007, which screened 220 people for permanent housing opportunities. 

PREVENTION:  Chronic homelessness can be prevented through housing  
preservation and development. In 2007, a developer purchased the Berry  
Hotel and will preserve the 100 units for very low-income housing.

LEADERSHIP:  Creating a new leadership structure for Sacramento’s homeless 
services system was an essential goal in the plan. That goal was accomplished 
in 2007 and has created new and more efficient collaborations between  
organizations. 

EVALUATION AND REPORTING:  Both the plan and the homeless services system 
are in need of formal evaluation, for which funding sources have yet to be 
determined.
