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Community service programs 
launch mobile software tool

The DSP Community Service Depart-
ment has signed on with Eponic  
Corporations for mobile software and 
management services for the Community 
Service Guides, Navigators and Clean 
Streets Team. By using Eponic’s software 
for managing, reporting and analyzing 
data, the DSP will be able to better serve 
constituents and stakeholders.

“The tools available through Eponic will save time for Community Service 
Team members on the street as they can access data on demand without  
having to make a call,” said Ryan Loofbourrow, DSP director of community 
services. “Additionally, it will eliminate the need for data entry and improve 
the accuracy of data collected by team members.”

Currently, the DSP Community Service Department has a stationary dispatcher 
position that provides data entry and serves as a point of contact for all  
service calls. With Eponic’s services, each team member in the field will  
execute database entry remotely, allowing the dispatcher to become mobile. 

The mobile dispatcher will be stationed as a park ambassador, managing  
activities in Cesar Chavez Plaza while still responding to calls from the  
Community Service Department hotline, (916) 442-2200. “The ambassador 
will not only answer calls from the general public, he/she will also be source  
of information, a place where patrons can check out board games and  
another friendly face in the park,” said Loofbourrow.

Keeping Downtown clean
The hot days of summer are here. With the heat comes the challenge of keep-
ing Downtown’s alleys clean and odor free. The DSP will continue to pressure 
wash the alleys on a regular basis, but are calling on restaurants to do their part. 
Restaurants can help by complying with the following four practices:

1. 	 Double bag all organic waste (i.e. raw meat and produce) 
2. 	 Use dumpster deodorizers 
3. 	 Lock dumpsters after every use 
4. 	 Clean dumpsters at least once every six months
