DOWNTOWN PHOTO CONTEST | Rules 
 
ABOUT THE CONTEST & CALENDAR 
The purpose of the downtown photo contest and calendar 
is to showcase Downtown Sacramento’s best assets and to 
promote Downtown as a vibrant regional destination for 
entertainment, culture and commerce.  
 
Downtown: Real Time is the theme for the 2011 contest 
and calendar. Photos should capture quintessential 
downtown experiences, events and places in a unique, 
artistic or innovative way.  
 
RULES & GUIDELINES 
The calendar is primarily a promotional piece for downtown 
Sacramento; therefore, the most successful photographs 
generally communicate activity or feature subjects and 
events from a fresh, new perspective. Photos of Downtown 
architecture are allowed only if they enhance or 
contextualize Downtown activity. Photos of the Tower 
Bridge or the State Capitol will not be accepted.  
 
Who may enter? 
Anyone can enter this contest. A parent/guardian must sign 
a minor’s entry form. 
 
What photographs are eligible? 
Original digital photographs of persons, places, or events 
taken within the Downtown Sacramento Partnership’s 
district boundaries can be entered.  
(River to 16th Street, H Street to N Street)  
Photos must be suitable for publication in the calendar and 
fall into one of the following categories:

What format should the photographs be in?  
All photos must digital (jpeg) color photographs (no larger 
than 1MB). Prints, slides or film will not be accepted. If 
chosen, you will be required to send a hi-resolution digital 
photo suitable for publishing. 
 
How many photos can I submit?  
You may enter up to 15 photos total, with a limit of 3 
photographs per category.

All persons who prominently appear in photos submitted for 
this contest must sign a Downtown Sacramento 
Partnership photo waiver to authorize publication of the 
photo. Contest entries without photo waivers will not be 
considered. 
 
PHOTO CONTEST WINNERS 
The Downtown Sacramento Partnership will judge all 
entries in October 2010. The 12 winning photographs will 
be featured in the 2010 Downtown Wall Calendar with the 
name of the photographer.  
 
The photographer agrees to hold the Downtown 
Sacramento Partnership harmless in case of any dispute 
over the identity of the photographer. If the photograph is of 
a person or persons, the photographer affirms the 
person(s) photographed has (have) given their permission 
to be included in the photograph and for the photograph to 
be displayed in the Downtown Sacramento Annual 
Calendar without any fee or other form of compensation 
and, further, provided written proof of such consent. 
 
Only winning entrants will be notified by January 3, 2011. 
The photographic images remain the property of the 
photographer, but no entries will be returned. By entering 
the contest, the photographer agrees to have his/her 
photograph displayed in the Downtown Sacramento Annual 
Calendar / website, in other promotional materials, or to 
media outlets for sole purposes of promoting Downtown 
without any fee or other form of compensation.
